Sylvia, the protagonist of the story, 
marries Hynek, a young doctor. He is 
an only child, and at the age of thirty 
five still mummy’s darling, tied to her 
by a strong emotional bond. Alžběta 
(Elisabeth), as Hynek’s mother is 
called, has chained him to herself by 
pathological parental love, and it is 
unthinkable for her that she should 
share her son with his wife. At the 
same time, she starts realizing that 
once Hynek gets married, he will 
move out and she will remain alone.
